“I am the gate for the sheep”  

Today, in the Gospel, Jesus uses two images refer-
ring to Himself:  He is the shepherd. And He is  the 
gate. Jesus is the good shepherd who knows the 

sheep. "He calls his own sheep by name" (Jn 10:3). 
For Jesus, each one of us is not a number; He has 

personal contact with each one of us. The Gospel is 
not just a doctrine: it  is the personal aƩachment of 

Jesus to us.  
 

And not only does He know us personally, but He 
also loves us personally. "To know," in the Gospel of 

St. John, does not simply mean an act of under-
standing, but an act of adherence to the person 

known. Jesus, therefore, carries each one of us in 
His Heart. We too must know Him in this way. To 

know Jesus does not only involve an act of faith, but 
also of charity, of love. St. Gregory the Great, com-

menƟng on this text, tells us: "Ask yourselves 
whether you belong to his flock, whether you know 
him. I assure you that it  is not by faith that you will 
come to know him, but by love." And love is shown 

through deeds.  
 

Jesus is  also the gate, the only gate. "Whoever en-
ters through me will be saved" (Jn 10:9). And a liƩle 

further on, He emphasizes: "No one comes to the 
Father except through me" (Jn 14:6).  Today, a mis-

understood ecumenism makes some think that Jesus 
is one of many saviors: Jesus, Buddha, Confucius..., 

Mohammed, it  doesn't maƩer! No! Whoever is  saved 
will be saved by Jesus Christ, even if he does not 
know it  in this  life.  Whoever strives to do good, 

whether he knows it  or not, goes through Jesus. We, 
by the giŌ of faith, do know it. Let us be grateful for 

it. Let us strive to go through this gate, which, alt-
hough narrow, He opens wide for us.  And let us bear 

witness that all our hope is placed in Him.

APOSTOLAT POLSKI 

«Ja jestem bramą owiec»  

Dzisiaj , w Ewangeli i ,  Jesus posługuje się dwoma 
metaforami odnoszącymi się do Niego samego: On jest  

pasterzem. I  on jest bramą. Jesus jest dobrym 
pasterzem, który zna owce. «Woła je jedną po drugiej  

» (J  10,3). Dla Jesusa, nie jesteśmy numerami; z  każdym 
ma osobisty kontakt. Ewangelia nie jest wyłącznie 

doktryną: jest  osobistym zaangażowaniem Jesusa w nas.  
 

I  nie tylko zna nas osobiście.  On także kocha nas 
osobiście. "Znać" w Ewangeli i  Jana,  nie jest  tylko aktem 

zrozumienia, lecz aktem zaangażowania ze znajomą 
osobą. Jezus zatem nosi każdego z nas w Swoim sercu. I  
my powinniśmy znać Go w ten właśnie sposób. Poznanie 
Jezusa to nie tylko akt wiary, ale także dobroczynności, 
miłości. "Sprawdźcie czy znacie Go -  mówił Grzegorz I 
komentując  ten tekst -  nie poprzez fakt, że wierzycie,  

lecz poprzez miłość." A miłość objawia się w uczynkach.  
 

Jezus to także brama. Jedyna brama. "Jeżeli  ktoś 
wejdzie przeze Mnie, będzie zbawiony" (J  10:9). I  nieco 
dalej  podkreśla:  "Nikt nie przychodzi  do Ojca inaczej jak 

tylko przeze Mnie" (J  14:6).  Dzisiaj,  niezrozumiany 
ekumenizm sprawia,  że niektórzy sądzą,  że Jezus jest 

jednym z wielu zbawiciel i :  Jezus, Budda, Konfucjusz . .. ,  
Mahomet, czy  to ważne!? Nie! Kto będzie zbawiony,  

będzie zbawiony przez Jezusa Chrystusa, nawet jeżeli  w 
tym życiu nie zdaje sobie z tego sprawy. Kto walczy by 

czynić dobro, ma świadomość czy nie,  robi  to przez 
Jezusa. My, dzięki darowi wiary, wiemy o tym. 

Dziękujmy za to. Dodajmy starań, aby przejść przez 
bramę, która,  choć jest  wąska, On nam ją otwiera na 

ościerz.  I  świadczmy o tym, że cała nasza nadzieja jest 
w Nim.        (evangeli .com).
